Overview of Gorman Bros. Lumber Ltd., Westbank

The Defined Forest Area for Gorman’s Woodlands is part of the Weyerhaeuser/Tolko/Gorman Bros./BCTS Okanagan
Operations SFMP DFA. It includes Gorman’s operating areas in the Okanagan TSA encompassed by Forest License
A18671.

The Gorman’s Woodlands Operation consists of planning, harvesting, road construction and maintenance,
transportation, and silviculture. At the time of the audit the total area of the DFA was 165,966 ha, with a harvest of
246,000 M*,

The DFA has forests with a mix of age classes and species types. The distribution of age classes is weighed slightly
towards trees 140 to 250 years of age (25 percent of all forests). Coniferous tree species comprise 96 percent of the

forest types.

Background

During the period of October 5-9, 2009, Gorman Bros. Lumber Ltd., Westbank,
underwent a re-assessment audit to the CAN/CSA Z809:2002 Standard. The
registration cycle is over 3 years with surveillance audits conducted annually. This
report summarizes the audit process and results of the QMI-SAI Global re-
assessment audit.

Scope of Certification

The sustainable forest management system as it applies to the forest management activities
on the Defined Forest Area, FL A18671. These activities include planning, harvesting, road
construction and maintenance, transportation, and silviculture.
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
